Definitions
1.1
“Buyer”
means the person who buys or agrees to buy the goods from the Seller.

1.2
“Conditions”
means the terms and conditions of sale set out in this document and any special terms and conditions agreed in writing by the Seller.

“Goods”
means the articles which the Buyer agrees to buy from the Seller, as described below:-

“Price”
means the price for the Goods including carriage/postage, packing and full UK VAT.

“Seller”

2
Conditions applicable
2.1       These conditions shall apply to all contracts for the sale of Goods by the

            Seller to the Buyer to the exclusion of all other terms and conditions including 

            any terms or conditions which the Buyer may purport to apply under any 

            purchase order confirmation or similar document.

2.2       All orders for Goods shall be deemed to be an offer by the Buyer to purchase 

            Goods pursuant to these Conditions.

2.3       Acceptance of delivery of the Goods shall be deemed conclusive evidence of

            the Buyers acceptance of the Conditions.

2.4       Any variation to these Conditions (including any special terms and conditions 

            agreed between the parties) shall be inapplicable unless agreed in writing. 

2.5       Overseas Buyers will be responsible for any local tax or duty payable in their

            particular Country for the Goods although as the purchase includes full UK

            VAT it is not thought likely that any local tax will be applicable. 

2.6       The Company reserves the right to change the design or alter any of the

            elements of the package(s) at any time as the project evolves.

2.7       The availability of ‘Renewals’ is at the discretion of the Company.

2.8       Nothing in these Conditions shall affect the statutory rights of any Buyer.

3
The Price and payment
3.1 The Price shall be as set out in the purchase section of the order process.  The Price is inclusive of UK VAT for all sales. 

3.2 The Seller shall not be bound to deliver the Goods until the Buyer has paid for them and for non-cash transactions such payment shall be evidenced by cleared receipt of the funds in the Seller’s bank account.

4
Warranties and liability


The Seller warrants that the Goods will at the time of delivery correspond to the description given by the Seller.  Except where the Buyer is dealing as a consumer (as defined in the Unfair Contract Terms Act 1977 Section 12) all other warranties, conditions or terms relating to fitness for purpose, merchantability or condition of the Goods and whether implied by statute or common law or otherwise are excluded.

Delivery of the Goods

The Goods shall be delivered to the Buyer at the Buyer’s address unless separate arrangements have been agreed between the Buyer and the Seller.   

6
Acceptance of the Goods

The Buyer shall not be deemed to have accepted any part of the Goods until the Buyer has actually inspected the Goods and ascertained that they are in accordance with the contract.  The Buyer may reject Goods that are not in accordance with the contract until a reasonable time after such inspection that shall not exceed 28 days.

Title and risk

Title shall pass on delivery of the Goods.

Risk shall pass on delivery of the Goods.
8
Remedies of Buyer

Where the Buyer rejects any Goods then the Buyer shall have no further rights whatever in respect of the supply to the Buyer of such Goods or the failure by the Seller to supply goods which conform to the contract of sale.
